Introduction:                          
Supporting Entrepreneurship and Economic Development (SEED) is a Local Non Governmental Organization  with the mandate to work with partners (external & Internal ) to identify community development needs, plan programmes to address those need and subsequently implement, monitor and evaluate with community’s full participation.

This would be the first time in the history of this country that a multi-tier election will be held with a voter casting four ballot papers on the same day. What is more the elections will be done using a new, never once practiced in Sierra Leone: the “Biometric System”. Against this backdrop, there is the need for all efforts towards violent free elections campaign,free,fair and credible elections and post elections period to ensure that the past violent conflicts and elections does not reoccur and Sierra Leone fully recovers from her past for enhanced human Rights, Security and Development.
 This would also allow the Sierra Leonean People to freely choose and shape their own destiny. It will ensure that leaders are held fully accountable for their actions before the Law and the electorate.

The norms and standards for Free and Fair elections are now universally accepted, Sierra Leone must not continue to be a perennial exception to universally accepted standards.

Objectives: To improve on the capacity of the Supporting Entrepreneurship and Economic Development (SEED) and other CBOs  in the Bonthe District in  Southern Province working on Human Rights, women/Gender and Youth to contribute to the peaceful  and democratic nature of the 2012 elections in Sierra Leone.
